New English Curriculum Programme
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Catering for Si Studentss
English Diversity/Pilot Scheme!

This year, our school has designed a new school-based curriculum for the S.1 students
since we would like to facilitate them to have a smooth transition to senior secondary education.

The objectives of this programme are as follow:

* by catering for S1 students’ diversity according to their English competence, students’
basic English knowledge will be consolidated so as to bridge them to S.1 level,

¢ with tailor-made teaching materials and school-based curriculum, it is easier to
address students’ diverse learning needs and styles, and engage them in self-paced
learning; and

¢ with the appropriate level, students will be motivated to learn English so as to
enhance their abilities to S.1 level.

S.1 students have been divided into 4 groups in 3 levels (Starters, Movers and Flyers)
according to their English competence. Students were streamed into different groups based on
their results of a test given before the start of the academic year. The students with up to P.6
English level have been assigned to study the general S.1 English curriculum (Flyers group) while
those who are under this level would join our newly-designed school-based curriculum (Starters
and Movers groups). The subject teachers would keep track of the students’ learning progress
and adopt various pedagogies with tailor-made teaching materials to cater for learners’ diversity.

This new English curriculum is designed based on English Language Education
Key Learning Area Curriculum Guide (Primary 1 - Secondary 6) prepared by the Curriculum
Development Council. The curriculum has followed the seven learning goals of Secondary
education covering knowledge, skills and values and attitudes for lifelong learning and whole-
person development. It also considers students’ developmental and growth needs and learning
experiences. The teaching materials chosen can match with the themes in other subject areas
in Secondary level. For the four skills (including Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking), the
curriculum has covered the learning stages in Key Stages (KS) 1 and 2. All the content chosen
can be linked to KS 3 (S1 level). In addition, generic skills (e.g. communication, critical thinking
and collaboration skills, creativity, information technology) in KS 1-3 (P1-S1) can be acquired by
the students.

At the beginning of the academic year, merely 29 percent of the students were eligible to
study in the Flyers group. With the effort of our teachers, after the 2" uniform test, it has been
found that about 58 percent of them are currently studying in the general S.1 Flyers curriculum.
It is very encouraging. Moreover, about 75 percent students have been promoted to the next
level. It is expected that more than half of the students in Starters and Movers groups could be
promoted to next level after the tutorial classes during the summer vacation.

The S.1 students also gave positive feedback to this programme. Annie Du (Flyers B), Icy
Cheng (Flyers B) and Godfrey Lou (Movers) stated that grouping students based on their English
level helps enhance learning efficiency. Sandy Zhu (Movers) reflected that since she could learn
English at a level that matched her standard, she has a chance to pass in English which helps
decrease her exam stress. Lucy Ng (Flyers A) and Coco
Ng (Flyers A) mentioned that they have had enough time
to practice their weakest skills which is speaking. With
the integration of S.1 Cross-curriculum Programme and
e-learning in this new curriculum, students find that learning
English is interesting. Our school is planning to promote
this scheme to S.2 next year. We hope that our students
can benefit a lot in English learning through this programme.
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
